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Introduction

For various reasons, not all submissions of daRAWN are completely accurate.
This document details the process of modifying imect information that has already
been submitted to PRAWN.

Most incorrect data can be corrected by the staibss, or territories (states) without
administrative intervention; however, certain typéslata, primarily beach activity data,
require administrative assistance from the EPAtaeEPA’s contractors (EPA) to
correct incorrectly submitted information. Please below for instructions on both state-
correctable and administrator-correctable data.

State-Correctable Data Issues

Overview

Once a state realizes there is an error in PRAW®&Ifdllowing procedure is generally
followed if a state is able to correct the datartkelves:

1. If the state is using the Access database pro\ngidtie EPA

a. The state will find and correct any incorrect imf@tion in the Access
database

b. In the table(s) that contains the incorrect ddta state should set the
“Send to EPA” column as “N” for all rows except thees with the
corrected data. The rows containing the incomeata should set the
“Send to EPA” column as “Y”. Note, some tablesnit have a “Send to
EPA” column, so this step can be safely skippethose tables.

c. The state then uses the “Custom XML Generation"rmacthe Access
database to create a new XML submission file markinly the tables
where data was corrected.

d. This newly generated file is then submitted to CDX.

2. If the state uses their own solution to generateXhiL submission file
a. The state will find and correct any incorrect imf@tion.
b. An XML file must be generated that contains only tfata that is to be
corrected.
c. This newly generated file is then submitted to CDX.

Note that any state may choose to send the XMldibeaches@cqifederal.cdor
validation before they submit to CDX. Some speafkamples of data that are state-
correctable include: beach/organization/person niafoemation, beach role information,
beach procedure information, organization/persoitimgaaddress information,
organization/person electronic address informatma, organization/person telephone
information. A complete list of state correctablied administrator correctable data types
follows.

Overview

When administrative assistance is required, depgnai the amount of information that
needs corrected, different solution paths are taken

A. If there are only a few pieces of data thatiacerrect, the following steps are an
overview of the actions that will be taken to resothe problem:

1. The state will send a description of the incorgatt, then EPA will pinpoint the
data in PRAWN and remove it manually. The statébe notified when this
process is complete.

2. If the state uses the Access database provideuebyRA

a. The state will find and correct any incorrect imf@tion in the Access
database.

b. In the table(s) that contains the incorrect dda state will set the “Send
to EPA” column as “N” for all rows except the oneih the corrected
data. The rows containing the incorrect data sheat the “Send to EPA”
column as “Y”.
