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NOTE: Critical habitat for Snake River salmon and steelhead overlaps 
extensively. In Idaho, the ranges for these species include the 
subwatersheds indicated on the map. See the applicable Federal Register 
documentation for the precise delineation of each designated critical
habitat. Also note that in the Clearwater Basin, Snake River fall Chinook 
have recently been expanding upstream into the South Fork Clearwater, 
Lochsa River, and Selway River subbasins. Contact NMFS for additional
details on salmon and steelhead in Snake River tributaries. 
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
