The purposeof this letter is to notifii you that the U.S. EnvironmentalProtection 
Agency (EPA) will soon announce in the Federql Register our determination that the 
motor vehicle emissions budgets(MVEB) containedin the latest revisions to the 
Beaumont/PortArthur 8-hour Ozone State ImplementationPlan (SIP) areadequate for 
transportationconformity purposes. Theserevisions incorporate the latest available 
demographicprojectionsinto the MVEB, andestablish the modeled budget year. The 
budgetwill become effective 15 days after the Federal Registerpublication date. 

In a letter dated December 16,2008, ChairmanBuddy Garcia submitted to EPA 
the Beaumont/PortArthur 8-hour Ozone MaintenancePlan SIP, which contains a new 
MVEB for202l. The MVEB proposedfor202l is 7.24tonsper day (tpd) for nitrogen 
oxides(NOx); and4.77þd for volatile organic compounds (VOCs). 

EPA is required to make a determination that the MVEB is consistent with the 
SIP control strategy, and we have followed theprocedurefor doing so per 40 CFR 
93.11S(e)(a).The availability of these SIP revisions was postedon EPA's website for 
the purposeof soliciting public commentson the MVEB. The revised MVEB was 
madeavailable for public review on April 15,2009; we received no comment by the 
closeof the comment period on May 15,2009. We have determined the budget 
submittedin these SIP revisions is adequate for transportation conformity purposesand, 
upon the effective date of the subsequent Federal Register Notice of Adequacy, it must 
be used in future transportation conformity determinations.We will be postingour 
determinationon EPA's website in addition to announcing it in the Federal Register.
