The following description provides the column definitions for the spreadsheets containing the PM2.5 data adjusted for the reduction in local source impacts for the 15 analyzed areas (i.e., the adjustment based on application of hybrid rollback – see section 3.2.3.2 of the June 2010, PM NAAQS Risk Assessment).  Each spreadsheet contains three tabs labeled “adjusted_values”, “newannual” and “newdaily”, respectively.  The tab labeled “adjusted_values” contains an area’s adjusted daily PM2.5 concentrations based on the reductions from the local source.  The definitions of the columns are contained in the following table.
